GENERAL INFORMATION
 This program is open to Piscataway residents who turn 7 before April 30, 2012 and do not turn 9 until after May 1, 2012.   All registration forms must be accompanied by a completed Parental Model Code of Conduct form. All first time player registrations must include a copy of the player’s birth certificate.  (Not needed for returning players)
All players whether new or returning are required to register in order to be eligible to participate in the league.  The deadline for registering is Friday, February 29, 2012.

There are no tryouts for this program.  All players who sign up will be placed on a team by the Recreation Office.   Requests to be placed on a specific team can not be granted.  Players will be notified of their team and coach by telephone prior to the start of the season.
Practices are held at the discretion of the individual coach (i.e. night, time, field, length and number of practices per week).

It is now mandatory in New Jersey for all school aged youth that wear corrective eyewear while participating in recreation programs and activities to wear “Protective Eyewear” that meets (ASTM) American Society for Testing and Materials standards for frames, and (ASNI) American National Standards Institute standards for lenses.

It is therefore essential for parents, coaches, officials and spectators to encourage youth sports participants to embrace the values of good sportsmanship. Moreover, adults involved in youth sports events should be models of good sportsmanship and should lead by example by demonstrating fairness, respect and self-control.

Parents and legal guardians of Piscataway Recreation youth participants are required to read and sign this Model Code of Conduct on behalf of themselves and their children.  This document must be submitted to the Recreation Office at the time of program registration. 

Children cannot be registered or begin program participation without submitting a signed registration form and a signed Model Code of Conduct form.

Model Athletic Code of Conduct
The following model athletic code of conduct is promulgated in accordance with the provisions of P.L. 2002, Chapter 74.

Preamble:

Interscholastic and youth sports play an important role in promoting the physical, social and emotional development of children. It is therefore essential for parents, coaches and officials to encourage youth athletes to embrace the values of good sportsmanship. Moreover, adults involved in youth sports events should be models of good sportsmanship and should lead by example by demonstrating fairness, respect and self-control.

I therefore pledge to be responsible for my words and actions while attending, coaching, officiating or participating in a youth sports event and shall conform my behavior to the following code of conduct.

1. I will not engage in unsportsmanlike conduct with my coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee

2. I will not encourage my child, or any other person, to engage in unsportsmanlike conduct with any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee.                                                                                 

3. I will not engage in any behavior that would endanger the health, safety or well-being of any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee.

4. I will not encourage my child, or any other person, to engage in any behavior which would endanger the health, safety or well-being of any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee.

5. I will not use drugs or alcohol while at a youth sports event and will not attend, coach, officiate or participate in a youth sports event while under the influence of drugs and alcohol.

6. I will not permit my child, or encourage any other person, to use drugs or alcohol at a youth sports event and will not permit my child, or encourage any other person, to attend, coach, officiate or participate in a youth sports event while under the influence of drugs or alcohol.

7. I will not engage in the use of profanity.

8. I will not encourage my child, or any other person, to engage in the use of profanity.

9. I will treat any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee with respect regardless of race, creed, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation or ability.

10. I will encourage my child to treat any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee with respect regardless of race, creed, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation or ability.

11. I will not engage in verbal or physical threats or abuse aimed at any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee.

12. I will not encourage my child, or any other person, to engage in verbal or physical threats or abuse aimed at any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee.

13. I will not initiate a fight or scuffle with any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee.

14. I will not encourage my child, or any other person, to initiate a fight or scuffle with any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee.

I hereby agree that if my conduct fails to conform to the foregoing while attending, coaching, officiating or participating in a youth sports event I will be subject to disciplinary action, including but not limited to the following in any order or combination:

1. Verbal warning issued by a league, organization or school official

2. Written warning issued by a league, organization or school official

3. Suspension or immediate ejection from a youth sports event issued by a league, organization or school official who is authorized to issue such suspension or ejection by a school board or youth sports organization.

4. Suspension from multiple youth sports events issued by a league, organization or school official who is authorized to issue such suspension by a school board or youth sports organization.

5. Season suspension or multiple season suspension issued by a school board or youth sports organization.
