TENNIS COURT RESERVATION SYSTEM:

Between April and November, Township residents 18 or older can reserve a tennis court at Columbus Park only for one hour per day Monday through Friday, for play between 5:30 p.m. to 9:30 p.m.  (Court reservations are not required for weekends and all other weekday hours, and operate on a first come, first serve basis.) Use of all other courts are on a first come, first served basis.

In order to make court reservations, you must first register in person with Piscataway Recreation to obtain a “tennis identification card”.  Proof of Piscataway residency is required at registration.  There is no charge for the I. D. card or to reserve a court.

After obtaining a tennis reservation I. D. card, registrations can be made by calling the Recreation Office between 9:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. only at 732-562-2382. (Office is closed between 12:30 – 1:30pm.)

· For use of Township facilities, parks, ball fields and courts, a Certificate of Insurance and a Defense and Hold Harmless agreement are required.
