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Picnic Reservation Request 
Information
Possumtown and Riverside Parks – The picnic season runs mid May through mid September.  Picnics can be held anytime between the hours of 11:00am and 6:00pm.  The time includes any setup and cleanup your event requires. Saturday and Sunday reservations for Riverside Park are limited to groups of 100 people or more.  No picnic reservations are accepted for holiday weekends (Memorial Day, Fourth of July, and Labor Day).  Reservation Requests are on a first come-first serve basis.
Please read the Riverside and Possumtown Park Picnic Rules and Regulation. Violation of these rules may possibly result in immediate cancellation of your picnic by the park attendant; issuance of a police summons; jeopardize your future picnic requests.

who may reserve a park?  Piscataway - resident / non-profit community organization/ based business.  
The submission of more than one (1) request per family, individual department of a business, or organization is prohibited.  No Piscataway resident, business, or organization may submit a request on behalf of any person/business/group not residing in or based in Piscataway.
what is the process?  All reservations must be made in person at the Recreation Office.
Proof of Piscataway residency or employment must be provided. (i.e. driver’s license, tax bill, lease, company ID badge or corporate documentation showing a Piscataway location, etc.) Reservation request forms will not be accepted without proof of said documents.  *Requests for rain dates will not be accepted.  Once, you have been notified your request has been approved you MUST provide payment within two weeks of the date of your notification or your date will be forfeited.  The date will now be available for anyone to reserve.  Acceptable forms of payment are exact cash, check or money order made payable to Piscataway Township. 
what are the fees?  Park Fee is $225.  Additional $150.00 if you request an alcohol permit.  


      Checks and money orders should be made payable to: Township of Piscataway.  Picnic and alcohol    

       permits are non-transferable.  

1. Alcohol Permits

a. Alcoholic beverages are not permitted unless indicated on the picnic reservation request form, the alcohol permit fee has been paid and issued.

b. The presence and/or consumption of alcoholic beverages of any kind without an alcohol permit are strictly prohibited. Any violator subjects the picnic to immediate cancellation and police summons to violator(s) and/or permit holder.  NO EXCEPTIONS!

c. The person whose name appears on the reservation form must be present at all times on the day of the picnic. Said person is the only person authorized to bring alcoholic beverages to the park.
what do i get?  Dedicated park attendant for the duration of your picnic and will ensure you have access 
to electricity and gas grill if requested, stocked and cleaned bathrooms, garbage can liners, and use of recreation equipment.  Caterers must provide their own grills and fuel.  Charcoal grills are prohibited.
cancellation:  The Recreation Department must be given 14-day advanced notice of any decision to 
cancel your picnic and to request a full refund.  Cancellations of less than 14-day advanced notice are not eligible for a refund.  If the Recreation Department cancels for any reason, you are entitled to a full refund.  Refund requests must be authorized by a Township Council Resolution.
The Recreation Department reserves the right to set aside a limited number of dates for Piscataway youth and community organizations and school functions.
